A proposal is a paper proposing a project in order to gain permission from a teacher, committee, or employer. People often write proposals for grants of money from a university or government body. They are also written to gain approval for research on a certain topic. 

You are going to write a proposal to gain approval for your senior project idea. It will be reviewed by the senior project committee. This proposal is due January 6th.
Below is the suggested outline for your proposal

Title: List the title of your project. For example, “The Battle of the Bands” or “One Bowl at a Time: A Soup-Kitchen Volunteer”
Project Leader: Your name goes here.

Proposed Project and Purpose: Describe your project idea. Include details such as when and where it will take place, planning activities, etc. Be as detailed as possible. 

Benefits to the Community: The idea behind service learning is that it gives back to the community. Describe specifically how your project will benefit others. 
Proposed Timeline: List the date(s) your project will be accomplished. If you do not know the exact date, give a general date.

Research Paper Connection: Describe what concept you will research that is connected to your project. It should be a topic that will enable you to write a 4-6 page research-based paper.
