Dear Parents and Guardians,

We are off to a fantastic start in Room 196! During the first week of school, the children and I discussed what we needed to do to have a happy and safe classroom. We came up with a few rules that we discussed and posted. We also talked about Beasley school-wide noise levels.
NOISE LEVELS
()  Level 0:  Silent =  NO TALKING!
()  Level 1: Partner Talk=  (WHISPER)
()  Level 2: Group Talk=  Group Talk (LOW VOICE)
                                             (Low  6” Voice)

1. Culture of Respect
2. Culture of Achievement
3. Culture of Safety
Afterwards, we talked about what needs to happen in order to make our class become a happy and safe place in which to learn. As a class, we decided that everyone must be orderly and respectful. Below are some of the rules that we created: 
Classroom Rules
1. Listen to Ms. Tate and other adults.  
2. Raise your hand when you have something to say.
3. Be courteous while others are speaking.
4. Keep your hands, feet and other objects to yourself.
5. Walk in a straight, quiet line in the hallways.
6. Use kind and polite words (Thank You, You’re Welcome, I’m Sorry, Excuse Me, etc.)
*Please review the above rules with your child and reinforce the importance of following them.*
Monitoring & Reporting Classroom Behavior

In our class, we will be using a “Traffic light” behavior system to monitor and report your child’s daily behavior. Each child has his/her own color cards (green, yellow, & green). Your child will be asked to pull a card if his/her behavior is interfering in a negative way with our classroom learning environment. At the end of each day, your child will be given a traffic light which reflects the color s/he was on at the end of the day, so please ask your child to show you his “stoplight” every day. 
Green Light means “GO.” Green is great!  When a student saves five (5) green lights, s/he may return them to the teacher for a gift/treat from our classroom “Treasure Chest.” 
             Yellow Light means “Slow down and think.” You have broken a class rule. If a student who is on yellow corrects his behavior and returns to doing a great job following rules, then he will be able to move his pin back to green at the end of the day. 
      Red Light means “STOP!” You are out of control. Even though I have redirected the child to correct his/her behavior, s/he continues to be uncooperative and break the rules. 
Any student who is on red at the end of the day will take a behavior note home. Parents should discuss the improper behavior identified on the note with their child and help the child determine and write down how to improve his/her behavior. If the note is not completed with a parent, signed and returned the next school day, the student will receive a phone call home to discuss the situation. 
Rewards
Children who cooperate fully and consistently follow the rules will be recognized for their outstanding ability to make good choices.
1) Boys and girls who receive at least four (4) green lights during the week will be given a treat on Friday and may participate in “Fun Friday” Activities. 
2) A child who: arrives on time, dressed in full school uniform, scores a 5/5 on home- work and demonstrates great behavior all day may be randomly selected as the “Scholar of the Day”. That child will have his/her name put under “Scholar of the Day Banner” ; which is in the classroom and will receive a “Good News Letter” or a treat (or both).
