Night Reading Log

Elie Wiesel wrote Night to describe his personal experiences during the Holocaust.  This novel evokes intense emotion as the scenes and feelings that Wiesel depicts are highly descriptive.  His narrative is not simply a portrayal of history, but also a spiritual journey in which he examines his religious faith and the human spirit.  As a result, you will not be asked to answer questions while you read, but to respond to the text in your own way.  Wiesel has been quoted as saying, “But after Auschwitz, hope is necessary.  Where can it be found?  In remembrance.” 
 Remember and respond to Wiesel’s description of the crimes one human can commit against another in the following manner.

Journal Entries: 
	On the left-hand side of the page, copy a passage from the text that you want to comment on.

Cite the page number where you found the quote.

Long passages may be shortened using an ellipses (…).  Example “People moved slowly then… But it was a time of vague optimism for some of the people. “ (73)

Write no more that 2 passages per page of reading log.  The journal entry should fill in the half page spaces. 
Grading of entries  

An entry consists of a quote and a response

Each entry is worth 10 points

Entries will be scored for thoughtfulness, depth of response, development of ideas and completeness.  Each response should be at least 5 complex sentences long. 
Rubric:

Passage – 2 pt

Citation – 1 pt

Task named – 1 pt

Reflection – relates directly to the text (2 pts)


        Thoughtful reflection (3 pts)


        Conventions (1 pt)


	On the right hand side, write your response.  

TASK Options for your response:

Interpretation – discuss what you think the passage means and its importance to the story.

Question – Ask the author questions about the content and answer your questions through inference or prediction. Or justify your question by writing your thoughts behind the questions.

Evaluation -  Discuss whether you think what is happening in the story is right or wrong, expected or surprise.  Explain your evaluation.  Connect it to other events that you have heard about. 
Connection – Discuss how the passage’s contents could be applied to your life, another event in history, another text or movie that you know.  How does the passage remind you of something you are familiar to in your life?  Connect it back to the book. Elaborate.

Signpost:  When you notice a signpost, write it down and reflect on it by answering the corresponding anchor question thoroughly.

Sample Journal Entry

	“He was poor and lived humbly.  Generally my fellow townspeople, though they would help the poor, were not particularly fond of them.  Moché the Beadle was the exception.  Nobody ever felt embarrassed by him.  Nobody ever felt encumbered by his presence.” (1)
	Connection:  The way the townspeople treat Moche makes me think of the homeless people on the street and how I feel when I pass them or they ask me for money.  I feel uncomfortable.  I have so much and they have so little, it doesn’t really seem fair.  My daughter often asks me why I don’t give them money if we are supposed to share.  I don’t know how to answer her questions, because in some ways I think that she is right and I am wrong.  So, yes, I feel embarrassed and encumbered in the presence of the poor.  


Vocabulary (10 points each)

As you read, locate words that you are NOT familiar with.

For each word, write down the word, the context with the page number, a guess at the definition, and the dictionary definition.

Assignment for each vocabulary entry: 

-Write the word (2pts)

- Copy the context in which you find it in the book (2 pts)

- guess at the meaning of the word (3 pts) (based on quality of guess)
- use a dictionary to look up the word (2 pts)

- evaluate your guess (were you right on, close, or way off the meaning) (1pt)

Sample Vocabulary Entry

	Cabbala
Context:  “Such snatches as you could hear told of the suffering of the divinity, of the Exile of Providence, who, according to the cabbala, awaits his deliverance in that of man” (1)


	Guess:  must be something to do with Jewish religion, a religious book or scripture or the word of god.

Dictionary definition:  a medieval system of interpreting scripture which is marred by mysticism and a belief in numerology.

Evaluation:  Yes, my guess was close enough that I would have understood the text without using the dictionary.
