How to Draw a Bar Chart

In a bar chart, the data is represented by vertical or horizontal bars, usually drawn on squared or lined paper.  Here’s an example of a bar chart
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Temperature in Crete (in celsius) from January to May.
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To draw a bar chart:
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1. Draw axes 





2. Look at the data and find the largest and smallest amounts you have to represent by a bar in your bar chart.  Divide the vertical axis up into equal intervals from 0 to the largest value.









3. Decide how many bars you need to draw (you will have to leave a gap between each).  Draw one vertical bar for each data value;










4. Give your chart a title and label each axis.  Remember to state the units of measurement on the axes.
