The D.O.C. (Dads of Concord) in partnership with the PTG (Parent Teacher Group) of Concord 
Elementary is proud to present our Sixth Annual Casino Night and Fundraiser.

The D.O.C. is now in its sixth year, and has succeeded in increasing the involvement of dads, 
grandfathers, and significant male figures in Concord activities.  Since its inception, the D.O.C. has 
become very involved at Concord.  We have hosted movie nights at the school, sponsored mother/
son and father/daughter dances, and hosted a “Mom’s Night Out.”  We have also contributed to 
purchasing school supplies for the students, including iPads and other technology for the 
classrooms.  We have provided ice cream for the annual Fun Day, purchased items and made 
improvements to the playground, donated funds for the upkeep of the school’s garden, and much, 
much more.  On top of all this, our first five casino nights were huge successes, thanks in large part 
to local businesses that were generous enough to donate to our event. 

Concord Elementary is located in the Lindbergh School District.  Although the original school was 
erected in the 1800’s, it had not been an elementary school in quite some time.  Lindbergh did a 
wonderful job of renovating and building the new school, and its doors opened in the fall of 2011.  
After just a few short years, we have already worked hard to make a name for ourselves in both 
student achievement and character education.  Three years ago, Concord Elementary was named a 
National Blue Ribbon School by the U.S. Department of Education, one of only 7 schools in Missouri 
and 337 schools nationwide (both public and private) that year.  Year after year, Concord has 
earned the honor of being one of the highest achieving elementary schools in Missouri.
