II. DISCUSSION

9. At the outset, we emphasize that our primary objective is to ensure that schools

and libraries benefit from the schools and libraries universal service support mechanism as

contemplated by the statute. While the Bureau has enforced existing filing deadlines for the E-rate program,
 we find that good cause exists to waive the procedural deadline in these cases.  We find that given that the violation at issue is 
procedural, not substantive, we find that a complete rejection of each of these applications is not warranted, especially given that the error in these cases is not the fault of the applicants.  Notably, at this 
time, there is no evidence of waste, fraud or abuse, misuse of funds or a failure to adhere to core program requirements revealed by the record in these matters.  Furthermore, we find that denial of funding in these cases would inflict undue hardship on the applicants.  In these cases, the applicants have demonstrated that rigid compliance with USAC’s application procedures does not further the purposes of section 254(h) or serve the public interest.
  We therefore grant these appeals and remand them to USAC for further processing consistent with this Order.
We therefore submit that  the FRN’s  submitted above shall be funded as submitted.

Failure to restore this  FRN expeditiously  places considerable hardship on the school which requires the service to function properly.
