Non-Disclosure Agreement

Therefore, the Receiving Company agrees that the Receiving Company will not use the Information furnished for any purpose other than as stated above, and agrees that the Receiving Company will not either directly or indirectly by agent, employee, or representative, disclose this Information, either in whole or in part, to any third party; provided, however that (1) the Information furnished may be disclosed only to those directors, officers and employees of the Receiving Company and to the Receiving Company's advisors or their representatives who need such Information for the purpose of evaluating any possible transaction (it being understood that those directors, officers, employees, advisors and representatives shall be informed by the Receiving Company of the confidential nature of such Information and shall be directed by the Receiving Company to treat such Information confidentially), and (2) any disclosure of the Information may be made to which Disclosing Company consents in writing.

Neither party shall take or cause to be taken any physical forms of Proprietary Information (nor make copies of same) without the other partys written permission.

The previously stated obligations do not apply to any Information that (1) is publicly known; (2) is given to a party by someone else who is not obligated to maintain confidentiality; or (3) a party had already developed prior to the day this Agreement is signed, as evidenced by documents.

At the close of negotiations, the Receiving Company will return to the Disclosing Company upon demand, all records, reports, documents, and memoranda furnished and will not make or retain any copy of them.
