2. What should you be doing?

3. What’s going to happen if you continue?
4. What are you going to do now?




Tardies:

Teachers will track students’ tardies.

1st-3rd: Verbal Warning from teacher

4th: students will fill in out a T2T. (per semester)

5th and 6th: Automatic detention with office referral (blue slip)

7th and beyond: Further action as deemed necessary by administration
