Uniform Policy
Introductory Statement

1. This policy was drawn up by the Principal and Deputy Principal and supersedes our previous policy.

3. The policy will then be circulated to parents.

Rationale

The main purpose for the development of this policy is:

· To lay down guidelines regarding the supply of and wearing of school uniform

Aim

1. To establish guidelines regarding school uniform.

2. To inform the school community of the policy.

Content

School Uniform:

Our school uniform consists of a red jumper incorporating school logo, white pole shirt, grey trousers/skirt/pinafore and black shoes. White socks/tights must be worn with skirt/pinafore. A red jacket incorporating school logo (optional) is also available.

Supply:

1. Presently our uniform is supplied by All Sports, Donegal Town
2. All items except the polo shirt must be purchased at our suppliers.

Costs: 

1. Parents will be required to pay for school uniform.

2. Costs may vary at the discretion of the supplier.

Wearing of Uniform:

1. All children must wear their school uniform

a) Within school hours.

b) On all school trips.

c) When representing the school at particular functions e.g. Garda quiz, prize-giving etc. 

2. Children may be required to wear their uniform on some occasions e.g. school services and our football tournament. 

3. Parents are required to supply runners for P.E. in school. These runners will be stored at school.
