Breakfast club – Due to lack of interest the breakfast club is no longer available from 8am, we apologise for any inconvenience caused. We are still running the breakfast club from 8.30am at a cost of £2 for the half an hour. Some parents are finding this very handy when they have other children to drop off at Burnham County Primary School. Please let us know if you are interested. 

Stay & Play sessions – The Stay & Play sessions are still available to you where parents/
carers/grandparents are welcome to stay for an hour and see how your children enjoy Treetops whrn you drop them off.

Fees - Reminder this half term fees are now due. We are fully aware of the financial implications of a child attending pre-school but we cannot operate an efficient service without the funds to do so. Unfortunately we no longer accept weekly payments, so fees must be paid at the beginning of each term.

Green bags – If you haven’t already purchased a green Treetops book bag from us, please be aware they are available to buy from the office at Treetops. They make it a lot easier for us to send your children’s pictures and creations home in. 

WOW board and Next Steps – We have sent out the new WOW notes and Next Steps in your child’s bags.
