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Procedure for claiming study leave

The process of applying for study leave has now changed from a paper based application to the on-line system known as Intrepid which is hosted by Health Education Wessex (Deanery) who has requested this change. All hospitals in the Wessex region have already or are about to move to this system to make the process across the region the same for everyone.

The procedure for consultants has not changed, it is still paper based and approved within their department.
Procedure for claiming course fees/subsistence etc for study leave – once it has been approved in Intrepid
Claims for course fees etc are made via the Trust e-pay system, receipts must be attached for ALL claims.  When making a claim please ensure you use the “training” button within the process, this will then direct the claim to the correct person for approval. 

Study leave for junior doctors is currently £600 per contract year (pro rata for shorter contracts) and £400 per contract year for FY2 doctors.
(For consultants claiming  back their expenses, please use the “normal” button within the process not the “training” button, this will ensure the claim is directed to the correct person to approve)
ALL stat and mand must be completed before making a claim for the reimbursement of costs incurred.  To check whether you are fully compliant with your stat and mand training, please login to your account on the VLE.

Once you have an active account and you have logged into they system, on the left hand side of the screen you will see the heading ‘my education’, under that you will see ‘my stat and mand training’.  Click onto this and you will see in the main page content which is how to ‘access your stat and mand training record’.

All the information is contained in WIRED, scroll to the bottom of the page to the blue writing ‘access your stat and mand training report’ – click onto this and enter your name into the employee box top left and the click view report - this will advise you of the full list of subjects that you are required to complete.
