(The child should offer a response such as “hole, opening, place to stay, etc.” If s/he cannot, then supply one of the examples 
and then have child repeat the word(s).)

“They went inside the hole and felt _________________.” 
(The child should offer a response such as “warm, not cold, nice, etc.” If s/he cannot, then supply one of the examples and 
then have child repeat the word(s).) 
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
