SIXTH GRADE READING       FAMILY TREE ASSIGNMENT

   It’s fun and educational to explore your ancestry. If you study or investigate your family history, you’re learning genealogy.  

    There are three assignments due on Wednesday, April 7th (after Spring Break.)

#1 Design a family tree.  Include at least your ancestors from two generations back - parents and grandparents.   You can include siblings, aunts, uncles, and cousins, too if you like.   If you can, include birthday and place of birth to make your tree more interesting.

If your parents do not have the names, birthdates, birthplaces, etc, try to call other relatives to find out the answers.  Try to find out as much information as you can from parents, grandparents, aunts, etc.
    NOTE:  If you can’t find out accurate information, you can leave blanks.  For example, you may know the name of your grandfather but not the maiden name of the grandmother. 

    Make your tree look as visually neat and creative as you can.  This assignment is worth 80 points.

#2   Develop 6-10 interview questions and interview any relation to come up with information you can use to write two short anecdotes.  The anecdotes can be about any relative, living or deceased.  You may interview one person or two, but you will need to write two different anecdotes.  An anecdote is a brief story told to make a point.  An anecdote may be amusing, interesting, or strange.


We will develop interview questions in class.  When you actually conduct the interview, you may write down the answers to the questions or ask the person you are interviewing to record the answers.

Interview questions and answers are worth 40 points.  If you conduct two interviews, you will earn an extra 40 points.

SAMPLE ANECDOTE:

My Aunt Stell had an amazing attendance record.  In twelve years of school, she was never late or absent, except on one occasion,  but it almost happened two times.  She missed one half day in high school for her grandmother’s funeral.  She was almost late one other day, when she was in the third grade.  She woke up early, not feeling well so her mother said to go back to sleep.  Stell’s friend, Lena, in the meantime came and knocked at the door, to walk to school with Stell.  My grandmother gave Lena a note for the teacher, stating that Stell was sick and would not be at school.  Stell awoke a short time later and found out that she was late.  She dashed out the door and arrived at school before Lena.  When Lena walked in and handed the note to the teacher, there was Stell sitting at her desk, waiting for school to begin.  

#3  Each anecdote is worth 40 points.  Please type the anecdotes.
