Cortina Science Camp Behavior Contract
Science Camp is an exciting time for everyone involved and can be fun. However, we need to ensure that all students are aware of the behavior expectations in order to ensure that all participants are fully able to enjoy their time at Science Camp. 

1. You are expected to abide by Cortina’s Code of Conduct and Dress Code rules. You are still at school, and should behave as if you are at school.
2. Respect and obey the camp’s rules.

3. You are to be in your cabin at curfew and may not leave your cabin after curfew.  You will not leave your cabin in the morning without your chaperone’s permission. You are NOT to be in cabins AT ANY TIME without adult supervision or with students of the opposite gender.

4. You may not leave the camp.

5. No alcohol or drugs.

6. Respect the camp and the environment. You may enjoy it, but do not disturb it.  Do not litter or vandalize any area. Leave it in better condition than we found it. 
7. Stay with your assigned group and chaperone. We need to know where you are at all times.

8. Treat others the way you want to be treated. Living together for three days can be a lot of fun if everyone treats each other with respect. Give people compliments. Be supportive. Encourage others to try as hard as they can.

9. Respect the teachers, chaperones, and camp staff. Listen and follow directions when they are first given.
10. All medications – including aspirin and vitamins – must be taken under the supervision of the designated health aide.

11. No outside food or drink. This will be confiscated if you bring it. This is a camp rule.
12. No electronic devices of any kind. These will be confiscated. 
It is very important that you understand and follow these rules. Failure to do so can result in disciplinary consequences when the students return to Cortina. Should a student have difficulty on a continuous basis following these rules or require an immediate consequence, Cortina staff will contact parents to pick up their child and remove them from the camp.
