An obligatory component of an individual curriculum is for the degree programmes in Technology of Macromolecular Compounds and in Food Technology the requirement regarding a due completion of studies and the substantiation of no less than two publications tagged as article and published in journals registered in the Web of Science database (provided that the paper has been accepted for publication), with the doctoral student listed as the first author of at least one of them.

Study duties in the Doctoral degree programme include the duty of taking a part of study in a foreign institution for duration of at least one month or participation in a foreign creative project with results published or presented abroad or another form of direct participation of a student within international cooperation.
