Scoring Guide: The Unit Plan Rubric is based on a three-point assessment for performance: Not Acceptable (1), Acceptable (2), and Target (3).
The total from the Thematic Unit Plan Standards Rubric, which is attached, accounts for 24 possible points (60%) of the final grade while other
specific items identified in this rubric account for 29 points (40%) of the final grade.

Unit Evaluation Items Points

Narrative Introduction (10 points)
Convincing justification of selected theme as focus of unit.
Appropriate purpose for designated grade level.
Appropriate, logical design of unit.

Unit Objectives (15 points)
Overall coherence of unit.
Clear, measureable, observable objectives.
Appropriate alignment of activities with TEKS objectives.

Lesson Plans (65 points)
Format:
Lesson plan format followed correctly.
At least one lesson plan focuses primarily on reading, one on writing, one on speaking/listening.
Order:
Appropriate justification for chronological placement of each lesson plan.
Logical progression of activities, including appropriate scaffolding for learning and sequencing activities.
Standards:
Appropriate choice and identification of TEKS student expectations.
Instructional Strategies/Methods:
Meaningful, integrated activities of four language arts.
Relevant, integrated grammar instruction.
Appropriate reading strategies.
Evidence of instruction in composing processes.
Variety in instructional strategies/methods to meet individual student needs.
Meaningful use of technology and media (print/nonprint) to support assignments.
Variety of assessment tools with clear purposes and guidelines that provide evidence of  effect on student
learning.

Bibliography (10 points)
Adheres to prescribed MLA format.
Includes all resources and texts for each of ten lesson plans.
Includes a variety of fundamental resources of research and theory, including print and nonprint, related to

o English Language Arts.
