How to fill out the Life Priority Task List

1. Determine your life priorities in order of importance. 

a. The first one is a non-negotiable for the believer – “Relationship with Christ”.

b. Ask the Lord what would most please Him. Discuss with those closest to you what should be included in your list, and where they should be listed :

i. Family?

ii. Work?

iii. Church involvement

iv. Don’t forget personal development

c. For the believer, make sure each priority includes “that honors God” at the end (i.e. Family responsibilities that honor God, personal development that honors God, etc.).  Matthew 6:33 tells us to seek first the Kingdom of God, so in reality, every responsibility or activity should have the goal of honoring God. This also helps us avoid values conflicts. For example, let’s say that because you’ve been working that you haven’t had the time for your family that you would have liked and Sunday morning rolls around. Do you stay home from church to do those things - after all, they are higher on the priority list? The answer may on occasion be yes. But what would most honor God in that situation? We need to help our kids keep Christ first, so we go with them to church and then spend time with them beyond church.

2. After you have determined your priorities, each week simply write down all of the things that need to be done – occasionally checking your Life Priorities as a reference.

3. After you have listed the things that need to be done, go back and write down where that activity fits according to your Life Priorities.  Is it a #1, or a 4, or a 3b, etc. 

4. If you are doing this on the computer, you can sort the priorities in the following way:  

a. Highlight the entire table by clicking on the upper left hand corner of the table.

b. Click on the “Table” tab in the menu

c. Click “Sort”

d. Under “Sort by” click “Priority”

e. Your activities will be sorted by order of priority.

5. Resolve to do the most important things first. Our natural tendency is to do the less important things first because they tend to be easier or take less time, and then we run out of time for the most important.
