• Before making any changes to their chosen curriculum plan, students must have the approval of 

the MSSW Advising Office at msswhelp@louisville.edu.  

• Adding/Dropping classes not indicated on the curriculum plan may delay the students’ graduation 

date and/or affect their financial aid award!
