The Competing Pathways is designed for educators to identify the existing antecedent, the current behavior and the maintaining consequence and function of behavior. Educators then identify what the ideal or desired behavior is and the natural consequence that they would like to see maintaining the desired behavior. Finally, the educators also identify a replacement behavior that is still maintained by the current consequence and function but is an acceptable alternative to the current behavior.
