Oral acupuncture points in the mouth can be used to treat neuralgia, sinusitis, pain in distant parts of the body, acute, chronic, allergic conditions, and digestive disorders. The oral acupuncture points in the retromolar area (the area behind the last molar in the upper and bottom jaw) are very useful in treating shoulder and elbow complaints, pain and restricted movement of the neck, low back pain, and TMJ.
