Your signature on this Agreement is evidence of your acceptance of the Agreement and your intent to rent this property for a specific event.
This Agreement is for the rental of the Marvin House as specified in a confirmed reservation.  This Agreement is between the Marvin House and the person who is the responsible Renter of the Marvin House.  By booking your event at the Marvin House, you acknowledge that you have read and understand and agree to be bound by all terms, conditions, and policies in this Agreement.

General Terms
Minimum Age.  
The Minimum Age to rent the Marvin House is 25 years of age.  You agree to provide us with proof of age upon request.  

Smoking.

No smoking is allowed in the building at any time.
Animals.
No animals or pets of any kind are permitted at the Marvin House except bona fide service animals that we are required by law to allow. 

Criminal Activity Prohibited.

Use of the Marvin House for any criminal activity is prohibited and may result in fines, prosecution, and your immediate removal from the property.

Alcoholic Beverages.

No alcohol is permitted to be sold on premises.  
Wine may be brought into the Marvin House by the Renter, served by Renter, and consumed inside the Marvin House.  Renter is required to sign a Waiver and Release of Liability.    No alcoholic beverages are to be consumed outside the confines of the building.
Behavior.

No behavior or party activity that would reflect negatively on the Marvin House is permitted.
Children must be supervised by an adult.  Marvin House staff will periodically monitor the building and surrounding areas.

Decorations.
Free standing decorations are permitted.  No lighted materials are allowed in the building, such as candles and fireworks.  Battery powered or electric candles are permitted.

Damages.
Any damage is to be reported immediately to a Marvin House staff member.
If there is any damage, breakage, theft, or excessive clean up, the amount to cover such occurrence will be billed directly to the Renter responsible as indicated by the application signature
The Renter assumes all responsibility to leave the Marvin House premises in the same condition in which it was found.
