The impacts of deforestation and land clearing extend far beyond wildlife. The destruction of
trees and bushland causes carbon emissions, accelerates soil loss, pollutes streams and rivers,
harms human health and wellbeing, and reduces soil fertility and farm productivity for
generations to come.

NSW urgently needs strong laws to protect biodiversity — laws that allow nature to thrive,
encourages landholders to protect and restore native trees and forests, and makes
deforestation and land clearing a thing of the past.
