SHARED USE AGREEMENT

This User Agreement is made effective as of the____________, by and between __________ SEVENTH-DAY ADVENTIST CHURCH and the GREATER NEW YORK CORPORATION OF SEVENTH-DAY ADVENTISTS ("Owner"), and ____________________________ ("User").  
WHEREAS, the User desires to use a building, which the Owner owns, for the purpose of conducting church worship services for its weekly religious activities.

WHEREAS, the real property involved in this Use Agreement is located at ________________________.
WHEREAS, Owner is willing to allow User to operate such religious worship services in exchange for payment for such use to cover Owner's expenses related to such use including wear and tear on the Premises.

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto covenant and agree as follows:

1.  Premises:  Owner agrees to permit User the non-exclusive right to use the following facility areas: CHURCH SANCTUARY, PASTOR'S OFFICE, RESTROOMS and USE OF PARKING LOT FOR UP TO FIFTY (50) CARS.  
2.  Time of Use: User, in return for the User Fee, and all covenants and promises, set forth below, will be permitted to use the Premises from March 19, 2017 to March 18, 2018 during the following hours:



Sunday 

10:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. 


Monday
6:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.

If the Owner needs use of the Sanctuary during the above hours, Owner will notify User in advance and make arrangements for User to use at an alternate time.
Any weddings conducted on the Premises shall be between a man and a woman.

All keys shall be issued by the Owner to approved persons if deemed necessary by Owner.  User will not make copies of keys or lend keys without the written consent of the Owner. 

3.  User Fee: User agrees to pay to the Owner One Thousand Dollars ($1000.00) on the fifteenth day of each month to help defray the expenses associated with utilities, custodial services and other expenses to the facility. For any payment not paid within five (5) days after its due date, User shall pay a late fee of Seventy Five Dollars ($75.00). User shall be responsible to reimburse owner for any and all expenses of Owner due to User's check being returned for insufficient funds.   

In the event the status of the real property tax exemption changes in any way during the term of this Use Agreement the User shall pay on demand as additional User fee any and all real property taxes assessed against the property as a result of this change. 

4.  Permitted Uses: User agrees that the Premises may only be utilized for church activities and for no other purposes unless specific written consent is obtained from Owner.  No alcoholic beverages, tobacco products or illegal narcotics may be present or on the Premises.  User agrees to comply with all applicable laws, ordinances and regulations at all times during its use and occupancy of the Premises. No food will be brought on the premises without the specific written approval of the owner. 
5.  Equipment:  Owner agrees that User may use the sound system.  Owner will review proper use of equipment with User.  User is not to use Owner’s AV or other materials.

6.  Signage:  Owner agrees that User may place temporary freestanding signs on the premises during User’s time of usage.  These signs must not be attached to or deface the building or property without written approval.
7.  Custodial services: User shall leave premises broom clean after each use.
8.  Utilities:  User agrees to cooperate with Owner in minimizing charges for water, heating and lighting.  An additional charge will be negotiated if air conditioning is used.
9.  Security services: User accepts complete responsibility for all security services needed during time of use.
10.  First Aid:  User accepts complete responsibility for all first aid services deemed necessary.
11.  Maintenance:  User agrees to use all reasonable efforts to keep the Premises clean and in good repair.  User also agrees to promptly reimburse Owner for any repairs made necessary by User's use of the premises.
12.  Alterations or Additions: User agrees not to make any alterations, additions or improvements on the Premises without written authorization of the Church Pastor/Board Chairman and Corporation. Any alterations shall remain the property of the Owner.
13.  Subletting and Assignment:  User may not sublet, or assign the Premises subject to this Use Agreement.    
14.  Liability. The User shall be responsible for any and all injuries, to any person or persons, occurring on the Premises which injury or injuries occur as a result of the User's use of the Premises, except that the User will not be responsible for injuries or damages occurring as a direct result of the Owner's negligent, reckless or intentional conduct or acts. The User agrees to indemnify and hold the Owner harmless from and against any and all loss, damages, claims, liability, or expense (including, without limitation, attorney's fees and court costs) which the Owner may suffer or incur as a result of the use of the Premises by the User, its employees, agents, guests and invitees.
15.  Insurance:  The User will carry general liability insurance covering the User's activities in an amount not less than $3,000,000. Said insurance shall provide coverage for bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage to third parties for losses relating to the use of the facility by the User and shall specifically insure damage arising out of User's activities on the Premises. The User shall name "Greater New York Corporation of Seventh-day Adventists and related entities" as an additionally insured on said insurance policy and shall provide the Owner with a copy of said insurance policy or satisfactory evidence that the policy is in force at any time upon request of the Owner, and cause its insurance carrier to provide the Owner with notice of cancellation within thirty (30) days prior to any cancellation of said insurance policy.
16.  Security Deposit and Refund:  A One Thousand Dollar ($1000.00) security deposit will be paid by User to Owner at the time this agreement is signed.
17.  User’s Materials on Owners Premises: User hereby assumes liability and responsibility for loss or damage from any cause to User’s property. User shall provide any insurance necessary to care for any loss of its personal property on the Premises. User shall leave nothing on the premises at the end of each use. 
18.  Hazardous Materials:  User shall comply with all hazardous materials laws, both Federal and State, which are now in effect and which may hereafter be amended or adopted. User, its agents, employees, and guests shall not bring onto or allow to be brought onto the Premises any hazardous materials other than those customarily used in the operations of such a facility. Candles may not be used without specific written approval.

19.  Supervision:  User agrees to provide proper supervision at all times of use. User shall provide Owner with its protocol for supervision of minors and all other protocols including, without limitation, sexual harassment protocol . 
20.  Relationship of Parties: User agrees that it is not Owner's agent or representative and is not able to bind or obligate Owner in any way or manner.
21.  Termination:  If User is in default or breaches any of its obligations in this Agreement, and fails to correct the default or breach within ten (10) days of receipt of written notice, this Agreement is automatically and immediately terminated.  Upon termination of this Agreement, User agrees to end its use of the Premises.
22.  Notices:  Any notice required by this Agreement to be given to either party by the other shall be in writing and shall be deemed to be received only if delivered personally or five (5) days after mailed to the other party by U.S. Mail in a postage prepaid envelope, addressed as follows:

23.  Condemnation or Destruction:  Upon partial or complete condemnation or destruction of the Premises, causing the intended use of the Premises to be unfeasible, either party may terminate this Agreement by providing notice to the other party. User shall have no interest in any proceeds acquired through any condemnation action and shall not be liable for any rent after the date of User's removal from the Premises which removal results from such condemnation.
24.  Attorney's Fees:  In the event that either party shall seek to enforce any of the provisions hereof by any action at law or in equity, or through arbitration, the unsuccessful party to such an action agrees to pay to the prevailing party all costs and expenses, including reasonable attorney's fees, incurred therein by the prevailing party.
25.  Survival of Terms:  The indemnification and warranties herein, if any, shall survive the termination of this Agreement.
26.  Partial Enforceability:  If any part of this Agreement is determined to be illegal or unenforceable, all other parts of this Agreement shall be given effect separately and this Agreement shall not be defeated in its entirety.
27.  To Permit Owner to Enter: User shall allow the Owner, at all reasonable times to enter and view the Premises and to make any repairs which it may see fit to make.
28.  Amendments:  Owner and User agree that no changes, amendments or waivers of this Agreement are effective unless they are in writing and signed by both parties.  Owner and User agree that this Agreement contains the whole contract of the parties and supersedes any other agreements or understanding.

29.  Choice of Law:  This agreement shall be governed under the Laws of the State of New York which shall be the choice of jurisdiction for any enforcement action. 
30.  Integration:  This Agreement supersedes all previous understandings or agreements between the parties hereto.
31.  Force Majeure:  The parties shall be excused for the period of any delay in the performance of any obligations (except the obligation to pay rent and other monetary obligations hereunder) when prevented from doing so by cause or causes beyond their control, including labor disputes, civil commotion, war, governmental regulations or controls, fire or other casualty, inability to obtain any material or service, or act of God.
32.  Counterparts:  This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, which counterparts shall be considered as a complete Agreement.
33.  Binding Effect:  This Agreement shall be binding upon the heirs, administrators, executors, successors and assigns of the respective parties, as may be appropriate.
34.  Timing:  Time is of the essence with regard to all acts or deeds to be performed under or in connection with this Agreement.
35.  COVID-19: User agrees that its use will be in harmony will all applicable regulations.
