SCOPE OF WORK

LAUREL HILL BOARDWALK PROJECT
PRC is seeking quotes for the building of a fifty foot long by 6 foot wide boardwalk through water in some areas. 
1. All work shall be in accordance with the attached proposal.

2. Contractor is to provide all labor, material and supervision for this project.
3. Contractor will be responsible for visiting the site to determine preparations, materials, labor and equipment required for completing quotation document.

4. It is the Contractors responsibility to protect the surrounding area including vehicles, trailers, pedestrians, trees and turf sites.  The contractor shall maintain a safe work area around the facility.  The worksite shall be secured and cleaned up daily (debris, equipment, etc.)

5. The Contractor shall follow all applicable City, County, State and Federal codes and regulations.

6. The Contractor will be responsible for securing all permits as needed to complete this project. 

7. Contractor shall provide all tools and equipment that are necessary to complete the project.

8. Cleaning or maintenance performed on the job site of equipment used during the completion of any job must be done in a manner as to prevent runoff, and possible contamination of marine waterways and estuaries. The contractor is responsible for the removal of any trash, litter, or debris generated by said maintenance, or crew members during the completion of this job. The contractor is responsible for the collection of any leaking material from equipment. Appropriate catch pans must be used under parked vehicles and equipment which may leak.  Construction equipment may not be staged on any turf areas at any time, for any reason. 

9. It is the contractor’s responsibility to locate all underground utilities in the work area and to ensure that underground utilities are not harmed during the completion of this job. Likewise, the Contractor is equally responsible for above ground utilities.                          

10. The contractor is responsible for the disposal of all debris generated during the completion of      this job.

11. Install 6 x 6 posts set in the ground through water in some areas, 2 x 8 cross beams (bolted to the        6 x 6 posts), 2 x 8 Joist on the cross beams, 2 x 6 decking with 4 x 4 bumper edge set on 2 x 4 blocking. 

12. All hardware to be hot-dipped galvanized 
13. Work must be completed between 7:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m., Monday – Friday, no weekend or                  holiday work will be permitted.

14. Owner reserves the right to stop or reschedule work due to conditions in the park.

15. All work shall be completed before April 30th   or sooner after signing of contract.
16. Contractor shall give District 1 staff 24 hours’ notice of work plans before each work day.
17. Contractor shall provide all warranty information upon completion of project.
