Snow Removal Subcontract Agreement
This agreement, made this __________ by and between (Company), herein after called the contractor, and “_______________”, herein after called the subcontractor. This agreement is for the snow removal period of (dates). 

For the consideration hereinafter named, the subcontractor agrees with the contractor as follows:

Article 1. Work: the subcontractor agrees to furnish labor, equipment and materials as necessary to accomplish snow plowing and/or removal, sidewalk clearing, and salting services to these same areas as directed by Contractor and detailed on the attached specifications sheet.

Article 2. Time: The subcontractor agrees to promptly begin work whenever conditions warrant, or upon notification by the contractor, or snowfall depth of one inch, whichever comes first. 

Article 3. Extras: No deviations from the work specified in the contract will be permitted or paid for unless a written extra work or change order is first agreed upon.

Article 4. Assignment: No assignment of this Sub-contract agreement is permitted without prior written permission from Contractor. Contractor may deny assignment or require subcontractor to implement sufficient controls to ensure that the assignee’s performance is adequate.

Article 5. Insurance and Indemnification:  Subcontractor takes the entire risk of any and all personal injuries or property damage arising out of or in any way connected with the work of Subcontractor.  To the fullest extent permissible by law, Subcontractor shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend Contractor and Owner, their employees, agents and representatives from and against any and all damages, expenses, claims and suits of whatever nature resulting from damages or injuries, including death, to any property or persons, caused by, arising out of, or connected with any action, omission or operation under this contract or in any connection with work attributable to subcontractor, any subcontractor of subcontractor, and any of their respective employees, agents or representatives. Subcontractor’s indemnification and defense obligations herein shall extend to claims arising after this agreement is terminated as well as while it is in force, and shall continue until it is finally adjudicated that any and all actions against the indemnified parties for such matters which are indemnified herein are fully and finally barred by applicable Laws.  Subcontractor agrees to obtain and pay for at its expense, from an insurance company with an “A” rating or better that is licensed to operate in the State of Ohio, the following insurance coverage:
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· Workers Compensation at statutory levels;

· General Liability insurance, including products and complete operations, with not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence;

· Automobile liability covering owned, non-owned, hired and borrowed vehicles for personal injury and property damage, for not less than a $1,000,000; and, any other insurance coverage(s) that may be required by Owner, Contractor or State Law. 

Prior to commencing any work for Contractor, or receiving any payments from Contractor, Subcontractor shall provide Contractor with a valid certificate of insurance confirming the required coverage and naming Contractor and the Owner as additional insured’s.  Subcontractor may provide a Blanket certificate that is at least as broad as ISO CG 20 10 03 97, subject to Contractor’s approval.
Article 6. Taxes. The Subcontractor agrees to pay any and all Federal, State or Local Taxes, which are, or may be assessed upon the material, equipment and labor, which is furnished to the project under this contract.

Article 7. Termination. The contractor may terminate this contract at any time with or without cause by providing written notice of cancellation to Subcontractor. 

Article 8. Nonsoliciation & non-competition.   Subcontractor hereby agrees that during the term hereof, and for three (3) years after the expiration or earlier termination or cancellation of this Agreement for any reason, or any extension or renewal of this Agreement, the following provisions will be complied with:

Subcontractor shall not, whether directly or indirectly, for his own benefit or for the benefit of any other person, firm or business organization, or as a partner, stockholder, member, manager, officer, director, proprietor, employee, consultant, representative, agent of any third party or otherwise, solicit, directly, indirectly, or otherwise, for the purpose of transacting business, any snow plowing client of Contractor, or induce any snow plowing client of Contractor to terminate such association with Contractor for purposes of becoming a snow plowing client and/or associated elsewhere, or otherwise attempt to provide services to any snow plowing client of Contractor which competes with Contractors snow plowing business.  Subcontractor shall prevent such solicitation to the extent he has authority to prevent same and shall otherwise not interfere with the relationship between Contractor and its snow plowing clients.

For purposes of this Agreement "client" shall mean:




(a)
Any person or entity who was a snow plowing client of Contractor, at any time during the three (3) year period prior to the date of any termination of or cancellation of this Agreement;

(b) Any prospective snow plowing client of Contractor to whom, at any time during the three (3) year period prior to the date of any termination of this Agreement, Contractor had made a formal proposal to perform snow plowing services.
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Article 9. Payment.  In consideration thereof, the Contractor agrees that he will pay the Subcontractor, as shown below.

Payment Terms
Payment shall be made to the sub-contractor on or about the 15th of every month for invoices submitted during the previous month.  The contractor reserves the right to refuse payment or delay payment for invoices not received within 5 business days and to pass along any deductions, credits, or holdbacks generated by the customer. 
Sub-Contractor must submit a service record form to the contractor on the same day or the next business day after services were rendered for tracking purposes only. Failure to do so may result in refusal to pay or delayed payment. A service record form will be provided by contractor.  

Payment Terms- Per Event

Sub-Contractor must submit an invoice to the contractor on the same day or next business day after services were rendered.  An invoice form will be provided by contractor.  Payment shall be made to the sub-contractor on or about the 15th of every month for invoices submitted during the previous month.  The contractor reserves the right to refuse payment or delay payment for invoices not received within 5 business days and to pass along any deductions, credits, or holdbacks generated by the customer regarding billing discrepancies.

The Contractor and Subcontractor for themselves, their successors, executors, administrators and assigns, hereby agree to the full performance of the covenants herein contained.

Date
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General Snow Management Expectations

· Properties will be visually inspected on a regular basis to ensure that contract specifications are met, quality of work is at high levels, and damages are documented.

· Regular communication is maintained with (Company) operations staff.

· Snow Specifications, if provided by (Company), are communicated to all personnel responsible for the properties, including drivers, supervisors, and managers.

· Unless otherwise indicated in Snow Specifications or the contract:

· Paved areas on premises are to be plowed, including parking lots, driveways, carports, roadways, truck docks, and private sidewalks, steps, and landings. 

· Windrows of snow will not be allowed; all snow is to be plowed to outer perimeters of site so that no significant piles of snow are left in parking areas.

· Office buildings are to be cleared and salted by 6:00 am. Retail properties are to be cleared and salted by 8:00 am. Residential communities will require a plowing and salting of drive lanes and roadways prior to 7:00 am, and a return visit after 9:00 am to clear parking areas and salt where cars have moved.

· Salt is to be applied to parking lots, etc, upon the completion of a plowing event. In the event of icing conditions with less than one inch of snow, salt is to be applied as needed to maintain the pavement in a safe manner. It is the contractor’s responsibility to visually inspect the premises as needed and treat the property accordingly.

· Bagged ice melter is to be applied to sidewalks upon the completion of a plowing event. In the event of icing conditions with less than one inch of snow, ice melter is to be applied as needed to maintain the sidewalks in a safe manner. It is the contractor’s responsibility to visually inspect the premises as needed and treat the property accordingly. Bagged ice melter is to be a product with no more than 25% Sodium Chloride. Calcium Chloride, Potassium Chloride, and blended products such as Quad Release Premium Ice Melter are examples of an acceptable product for sidewalks.
· Contractor is responsible for staking of lots and sidewalks prior to snowfall as needed to mark locations of curbs and other obstructions. Under no circumstances shall fire hydrants, dumpsters, cars or trucks have snow piled near them. Subcontractor will be responsible for any damages to property as a result of snow plowing operations.
