All participating bands will have the opportunity to speak with the judges during
critique.

Judges comments will be provided via Dropbox.

Awards

All bands in attendance will receive a participation plaque.

Rating trophies will be awarded to all bands with a Superior or Distinguished
rating. Superior ratings will go to bands earning a score of 70-84.9. Distinguished
ratings will go to bands earning a score of 85 or higher.

Placement trophies will be given for 1%, 2™, and 3" place in each class. We will
also award “Best in Class” for: music, visual, general effect, percussion, and
auxiliary. There will also be trophies for 2" Runner Up, 1* Runner Up, and
Overall Grand Champion.
