0 HeinOnline — Full text law reviews since inception. Field search—Boolean connectors must
be in all capital letters.
0 PLI Discover Plus: search for Practising Law Institute treatises and handbooks; download
PDF versions of chapters. Covers many legal topics, very in-depth, CLE materials, too.

0 Use Bb T13 to determine full title—you must spell the full title correctly.
\ 0 | \ Alerts, Current Events, Legal Blogs
0 Set an alert for your search at any of the three major legal databases—Westlaw, Lexis,
BloombergLaw.
0 Track Docket information at BloombergLaw.
0 Set Legal News alerts at Law360

\ 0 | \ ProQuest Congressional, Legislative Insight, and ProQuest Regulatory Insight
0 Use Congressional if your topic requires you to find a single legislative document such as a
hearing, committee report, Congressional Record entry, or CRS report, or to find
congressional documents when there is no Compiled Legislative History.
O Use Legislative Insight if you are looking for a Compiled Legislative History.
0 Use Regulatory Insight to find all agency rule-making documents related to a federal law or
executive order since 1936 (“regulatory history™).
\ 0 | \ Historical Databases (find at Law Related Databases)
o0 Making of Modern Law — full text treatises online from 1800-1926; several databases with
historical primary materials
0 HeinOnline Legal Classics Library, Law Journal Library, and more
0 LLMC Digital
o0 Google Books

0 Index to Legal Periodicals Retrospective (1908-1981)
O ProQuest Historical Newspapers
0| | International and Foreign (find at Law Related Databases)
o Cardiff Index to Legal Abbreviations
0 Eur-Lex (EU documentation system for Directives, Official Journal, etc.)

0 Internet for most international tribunals (e.g., ICJ) and many international organizations
