What kinds of parking you are tested on actually depends on what
state you live in. Regardless of where you live, you will have to pull
into and out of the parking space without hitting the obstacles (usually
traffic cones) on either side. It's always a good idea to know how to
parkin a variety of different ways. Here are some of the most common
types of parking you should know how to do:

Straight in

Angle

Know how to properly turn front wheels when parking uphill or
downhill with or without a curb

Parallel:

Know how to drive through a parking lot at a safe speed while
watching for pedestrians and vehicles backing out of parking spaces.

Use your turn signals whenever your vehicle is changing direction to
letother drivers know what you’re going to do. You should also know
when to begin signaling.

Know how to center your car in your lane and how to adapt your lane
position when encountering bicycles, pedestrians, or other vehicles
parked by the side of the road.

Be aware of when it is safe to drive at the speed limit and when you
should slow down for obstacles in the road, weather conditions, or
other hazards.

Know when to start braking in order to bring your vehicle to a smooth
and safe stop.

If you are asked to performa three-point-turn on a narrow street
make sure can safely do so without hitting any of the curbsand ending
with your car facing in the opposite direction.
