Overview of the SG 4 meeting held during 13 – 23 May 2008
SG 4 - Telecommunication management
Chairman: Dave Sidor
The SG 4 meeting continued its progress in two major areas (among others): NGN management and related activities in management specification harmonization and gap analysis in collaboration with other SDOs and forums. NGN management was advanced by agreeing a Recommendation on Security Management System requirements and the publication of latest version of the NGN Management Specification Roadmap (v5.1) produced by the NGN Management Focus Group (NGNMFG). While the NGNMFG was terminated as agreed, its work will be continued in SG 4 and in the newly created Joint Coordination Activity on Management (JCA-Mgt).
In preparation for the WTSA-08, SG 4 generated a set of new and revised Questions and used them as the basis for revising the categorization of its work into 3 work areas to support a TSAG re-structuring request.
In all, 3 new and 1 revised ITU-T Recommendations, 1 Amendment, 1 Supplement, and 1 Implementers’ Guide were approved.
WP 1/4 - Designations, performance, and test equipment

WP1/4 completed 3 deliverables for approval by Study Group 4. The deliverables are: Amendment 1 to Recommendation O.182 (Jitter and wander measuring equipment for digital systems which are based on the synchronous digital hierarchy (SDH)), a new Issue of the Implementers’ Guide for the M.1400 Series, and a Supplement to the M series Recommendations, containing a Directory of External Terminology Schemas.

Each Question reviewed its current and possible future activities. These activities led to proposals to Study Group 4 for merging the activities on Designations with other Questions in Study Group 4, for moving activities on performance and test equipment for the transport network to Study Group 15, and for continuing the study of NGN related maintenance procedures and test equipment in Study Group 4.
WP 2/4 – Telecommunication management capabilities.

WP2/4 completed 4 deliverables for approval by Study Group 4. The deliverables were the final report of the NGN Management Focus Group, the updated NGN Management Roadmap, the Terms of Reference of the proposed Joint Coordination Activity on Management, and an updated Telecoms Management and OAM Project Plan.

Each Question reviewed its current and possible future activities and proposed updates for review by Study Group 4.
Work progressed on topics including Self Service Management and the possible update of Recommendation defining the terms and definitions used in telecoms management.
New work includes Recommendations on IPTV Management and an update to the B2B/C2B Interface Framework for NGN to add Service Fulfillment Management.

WP 3/4 – Telecommunication management information models and protocols

WP3/4 completed 4 deliverables for approval by Study Group 4. The deliverables were M.3410 (Guidelines and Requirements for Security Management Systems to Support Telecommunications Management), M.3190 (Shared Information and Data Model), M.3160 (Generic Management Information Model – Protocol Neutral) and revised M.3020 (Management interface specification methodology).

Each Question reviewed its current and possible future activities and proposed updates for review by Study Group 4.
WP 3/4 continued liaison activities with SDOs and fora to develop one industry solution for network level management interface specifications and also to harmonize management interface methodology and XML design guidelines.
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
