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executive SUMMARY OF THE TWELFTH MEETING OF WORKING PARTY 8D

1
Introduction

The twelfth meeting of Working Party 8D was the third time for WP 8D to meet in the present study period after RA-2000 and WRC-2000, which assigned new and updated study requirements for WP 8D.  In this study period, Working Party 8D started its work at the tenth meeting of WP 8D for these work requirements.  The tenth WP 8D meeting successfully laid a foundation for the new studies and produced a number of working documents.  There was further progress of the study at the eleventh meeting of WP 8D, particularly for development of preliminary draft new Recommendations and for drafting of CPM texts.  The output of the eleventh meeting including a number of working documents had been carried forward to this twelfth WP 8D meeting.

Based on the work progress at the tenth and eleventh WP 8D meetings, this twelfth meeting was the best opportunity for WP 8D to produce substantial study outputs for the requested works.  The twelfth WP 8D meeting received a number of valuable input contributions and liaison statements, by which participating experts made intensive discussion for detailed technical and operational studies not only for the new set of Questions but also for the preparation toward the next CPM.  The intensive work resulted in three draft new Recommendations and three draft revised Recommendations, which are submitted to the following SG 8 meeting.  All the assigned Questions were reviewed and three draft revision of Questions were proposed.  The remarkable output of this twelfth meeting includes completion of MSS Handbook development.   It should be noted that draft elements of CPM texts have also been extensively upgraded.  A number of liaison statements were exchanged with other study forums, mainly for issues relating to CPM preparation.  This summary report is intended to introduce the overview of the twelfth meeting of WP 8D and its output with focus on the documents which are submitted to the SG 8 meeting for consideration.

Overview of the meeting

2.1
General

The twelfth meeting of the Working Party 8D of ITU-R Study Group 8 was held from 23 October through 2 November 2001 in Geneva, under the chairmanship of Mr. T. Mizuike (Japan). The meeting received an extensive support by BR secretariat, in particular by the counsellor of SG8, |
Mr. C. Langtry.  The tasks assigned to the WP 8D address all the mobile-satellite services and the radiodetermination-satellite service including the radionavigation-satellite service. WP 8D covers the following 23 ITU-R Questions:

MSS Handbook

Principal Rapporteur of MSS Handbook prepared Revision 2 of MSS Handbook as an input to the twelfth WP 8D meeting.  The Handbook was reviewed by the original contributors and other volunteers.  Reflecting the proposed changes, the final version of the Handbook was submitted to the WP 8D plenary meeting, which finally approved MSS Handbook for publication.

Other Issues

4.1
Future meeting schedule

The meeting schedule for the year 2002 that the latest CVC meeting decided was first introduced to the meeting.  It was suggested to limit the work of May meeting to CPM text drafting only and to continue all the other works in September meeting.  It was then proposed for the May meeting to include the work of developing draft new Recommendations which are associated with the agenda items of the next Conference.  There was also support for the original plan.  Taking account of the work progress during this meeting, a proposal was also made to extend the period of the next meeting in May.  The meeting finally decided to have eight days for the May meeting, where the work is limited only to drafting of CPM Report and development of three draft new Recommendations which are directly linked with the CPM Report drafting work.  The highest priority of the work should be placed on the drafting of CPM Report.  It was also agreed to hold the September meeting as originally scheduled.

4.2
Liaison activities
(1)
Liaison Rapporteur to ICG-SAT

The twelfth meeting of WP 8D generally agreed to maintain the present nomination of Liaison Rapporteurs to other Working Parties and Task Groups.  In addition, WP 8D newly nominated a Rapporteur to ICG-SAT to represent Study Group 8 on the subjects relating to satellites.  
Mr. Kevin Knappett (UK) is a new rapporteur to ICG-SAT from WP 8D.

(2)
Joint correspondence group between WP 8D and WP 8F

Since the previous WP 8D meeting, exchange of liaison statements has been continued with WP 8F concerning various issues relating satellite component of IMT-2000.  As the result of this liaison activity, it was agreed to establish a joint correspondence group by WP 8D and WP 8F to study co-frequency and adjacent band compatibility issues between satellite and terrestrial IMT-2000 in the 2.5GHz range.  WP 8D nominated Mr. David Weinreich as a co-Rapporteur to this group from 
WP 8D.

Conclusion

The twelfth meeting of WP 8D was a very productive meeting which worked mainly on development of draft Recommendations and drafting of CPM texts.  The output of the meeting includes three draft new Recommendations, three draft revision of Recommendations and three draft revision of Questions.  One of the most important outputs is the completion of drafting MSS Handbook which was a long effort within WP 8D since the previous study period.  Draft elements of CPM Report have also been upgraded as the result of this meeting.  There still exist several important subjects, on which further work is needed.  Among them, preliminary draft new Recommendations associated with agenda items of WPC-03 have highest importance.  The next May meeting is the final opportunity for WP 8D to complete all the work of drafting CPM texts before the deadline.  The next May meeting is therefore quite important for WP 8D to finish all the requested work in time.  To this end, further contributions would be highly expected to the next meeting.
