Your Nieco Broiler is built to provide many years of service, when given the proper maintenance attention and periodic replacement of consumable parts. The steps listed below when completed will help prevent unexpected down time. 

DAILY: 

(DO NOT IMERSE PARTS IN WATER UNTIL COOL TO TOUCH)

Clean all sheet metal parts per the daily cleaning chart.  

WEEKLY:

Remove clean and inspect upper burner & air boxes 
Clean drive and idler shafts with shaft cleaning tool  

MONTHLY:

Clean and inspect burner orifices

Clean and inspect pilot burners

Clean flame sensor with dry green scotch scrub pad (no water) Ensure burner flame covers tip of sensor
QUARTERLY:

Inspect and adjust patty belt tension

Inspect broiler frame and wiring

Inspect gas system for leaks.

SEMI-ANNUAL:

Lube / oil conveyor drive chain

ANNUAL: Replace the Following Parts (Natural Gas Units)

Pilot orifices = Upper P/N 2182  -  Lower P/N 2047

Pilot burner = Upper P/N 2180  -  Lower = P/N 2179

Zip tube orifice = #70 - P/N 22930 
Glow Plug = P/N 10291

Bearing shoulder washer  (feeder drive assembly) = P/N 14896 
PTFE bearings (if needed)
Feed end = P/N 6049 X 2  -  Discharge end = P/N 6046 X 1 & P/N 6047 X 1
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
