

Attucks Middle School Students Set to Cast Their Ballots in Mock Mayoral Election

November 3, 2011- Students at HISD’s Attucks Middle School (4330 Bellfort) are set to cast their ballots in a mock mayoral election that will be held at the school on Friday, November 4, 2011.  Students will have the opportunity to vote for Houston mayoral candidates who appear on the upcoming November 8 ballot.  Several Houston city council members have been invited to attend and briefly speak with students at the event, which begins at 11:30 a.m.  


The Emerging Young Leaders (EYL), along with the Alpha Kappa Omega Chapter of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority organized the event, which is designed to educate students and expose them to the election process.  Before the mock election, the sorority supplied students with sample ballots and background information on the candidates.  After the election, the results will be tallied as a whole but will also be broken down by grade level and will be shared with Attucks’ students.


Alpha Kappa Omega Chapter is a Houston-area graduate chapter of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, an international service organization and the oldest Greek-lettered organization established by African-American, college-educated women.  The local chapter is also one of the Houston Independent School District’s 2010 Hall of Fame Award winners.  


The Houston-area Emerging Young Leaders is comprised of 65 female students at Attucks Middle School and is one of the sorority’s signature programs that impact the lives of sixth-, seventh-, and eighth-grade girls by providing them with leadership development, civic engagement, enhanced academic preparation, and character building.
