Delivery
Vocal Delivery = authoritative, slow rate
Eye Contact = continuous, maintained during signposts

Thesis and Preview
Thesis = “What I will speak about” = specific purpose and why audience will 
    want to take action, “You will take action to make a difference…”
Preview = “The 3 main points…” = Add persuasive pitch about why to listen


Speaker dynamism = vocal intensity that persuaded audience of topic urgency

Body of Speech
Organization = Use appropriate speech pattern for speech content
Content = Persuasive Technique = Execute "Inoculation" verbally and visually
