Instructions to Proposers

Read all documents contained in this specification package.

2.
Proposers are responsible for submitting their proposals to the exact location indicated in the “Notice to Proposers” prior to the time indicated in the “Notice to Proposers”.  No proposals will be accepted after the designated time in the “Notice to Proposers” and will be returned to the vendor unopened.  NOTE: This includes any changes listed on the latest addendum issued, if any.  Delay in the mail delivery is not an exception to the deadline for receipt of proposals.

3.
Proposers are responsible for reporting, in writing, any errors found in the proposal specifications to Tompkins County Purchasing, 125 E. Court Street, Ithaca, NY 14850, or purchase@tompkins-co.org.  Failure to report errors constitutes acceptance as written.

4.
Questions about, or clarifications to, the technical specifications must be made in writing to Tompkins County Purchasing, address above, prior to the proposal opening.  Such questions must be received by the buyer at least five (5) calendar days prior to the proposal due date unless otherwise indicated.  Verbal questions may not be entertained.

Proposers shall indicate on the outside of their sealed proposal the following information:

Proposers submitting “alternate” pricing, products, or services must do so as a separate proposal package unless otherwise specified, to be considered for award.  Each proposal must be submitted under separate cover and will be considered on its own merits.

Proposers must submit one original proposal package(s) with original signatures and one copy of their proposal package(s).

In an effort to promote greater use of recycled and environmentally preferable products and minimize waste, all responses submitted should comply with the following guidelines:

Failure to submit any of the above data may result in the rejection of the proposal as non-responsive.  Furthermore, the County reserves the right to require the vendor to supply any additional information it deems necessary to determine the successful responsive/responsible vendor and further to waive any minor informalities it deems to be in its best interest.

All proposals submitted to Tompkins County become the property of Tompkins County and are subject to Public Information Policy.  Any confidential information, such as a company’s financial status, if required by the specifications, shall be submitted in a separate sealed envelope with the word “CONFIDENTIAL” on the outside.

The apparent silence of the specifications as to any details or the omission from it of a detailed description concerning any point shall be interpreted as meaning that only the best commercial practices are to prevail and that only materials and workmanship of first quality are to be used, specified or accepted.

11.
Proposals will be evaluated on the basis of qualifications, experience, and revenue to the County.  Contract will be awarded to the company which offers a proposal that appears to be in the best interests of the County.  The County reserves the right to prohibit the sale of items which violate the intent of County policies.

12.
The successful proposer will occupy space in the terminal as described elsewhere within these specifications.  Proposals shall be a MINIMUM of ten percent (10%) of monthly gross revenues, with a guaranteed monthly minimum of at least $3,500. Space rentals and other fees are described on Proposal Sheet.

13.
TIME OF AWARD:


The contract shall be awarded within forty-five (45) days following proposal deadline.

14.
RESPONSIBILITY FOR PROPOSAL:


All proposers shall carefully examine the terms of the specifications, the operating area and the available facilities and premises at the Ithaca Tompkins Regional Airport and shall judge for themselves all of the circumstances and conditions affecting their proposal.  Failure on the part of any proposer to make sure examination and to investigate thoroughly shall not be grounds for declaration that the proposer did not fully understand the conditions of the RFP.
15.
ACCURACY:

These specifications should only be used as a guide for proposal purposes.  While the County believes the information is accurate, only the promises and covenants contained in the signed formal agreement shall be legally binding.

The rental car concession will be available on January 1, 2009.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Method of Award:

The contract, if awarded, will be to the proposer(s) who meet(s) all the terms of the specifications and promise the highest revenue stream to the airport.  Counter locations and parking positions will also be determined by the proposer(s) promising the highest revenue stream to the airport.  

Environmentally Preferable Products:

Environmentally preferable products are those that have a lesser or reduced effect on human health and the environment when compared with competing products that serve the same purpose.  This comparison may consider raw materials acquisition, production, manufacturing, packaging, distribution, reuse, operation, maintenance, or disposal of the product.

Proposer is able to supply products containing recycled and environmentally preferable materials that meet the specifications and performance requirements are encouraged to offer them in proposals and proposals.

Award of Contract:
The award, if any, will be made within forty-five (45) calendar days of opening date.  No proposer may withdraw their proposal within thirty (30) days after the proposals are due, however, proposals may be withdrawn at any time prior to proposal due date and opening.  Notice of award will be send to all successful proposers by US mail.  Unsuccessful proposers shall not be notified.

Term of Contract:

Any contract resulting from this proposal shall be for a period of up to five years.
Termination Clause:

The County reserves the right to terminate any contract resulting from this proposal with thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the vendor.  The County agrees to show cause and allow the vendor the opportunity to rectify the problems, however, if in the sole opinion of the County the vendor has not resolved the problem to the satisfaction of the County in a timely manner, said contract shall be canceled.

Deviations to the specifications are to be so noted and fully explained.  Tompkins County reserves the right to accept any or all deviations if it proves to be in the best interest of the County.

I. PURPOSE

The purpose of this Request for Proposals is to solicit proposals from all interested and qualified parties desiring to operate a rental car concession in the Terminal Building at ITHACA TOMPKINS REGIONAL AIRPORT.  The Airport is owned by the County of Tompkins, State of New York, and is currently managed and operated under the direction of the Airport Manager.

Unless all proposals are rejected, up to four of the respondents to this RFP meeting the requirements of the County of Tompkins will be selected to assume all the rights, duties, privileges and responsibilities contemplated under this invitation and will have the right to provide rental car services as specified herein.  It is Tompkins County's intention to select the qualified proposers that can manage and operate a rental car concession and provide the highest compensation and service to the County.


II. INFORMATION TO PROPOSERS

ITHACA TOMPKINS REGIONAL AIRPORT is classified by the FAA as a non-hub airport and is located approximately four (4) miles northeast of the City of Ithaca, New York, and serves the Tompkins-Cortland County area.  The population of the County of Tompkins is approximately 100,000.  Major traffic arteries connecting the metropolitan area with other metropolitan areas in the State of New York include Highways 13, 79, 34, 89, and 96.  The Airport itself is bounded on two sides by an extensive business and technology park belonging to Cornell University.

Tompkins County is located in the southern central Finger Lakes area of New York and exhibits an extensive educational and research base with several firms of international note.  The area also boasts extensive cultural and recreational facilities.  Ithaca Tompkins Regional Airport is the aviation gateway to the area and is serviced by USAirways, Continental, and Northwest Airlines.  Total passenger traffic through the facilities at Ithaca Tompkins Regional Airport is estimated to be approximately 180,000 for the calendar year 2008.

The physical facilities of the Airport are situated on approximately 540 acres and include a 33,000 square foot terminal facility constructed in 1994, a Crash/Fire/Rescue & Maintenance facility, an aircraft Maintenance facility, a Fixed Base Operator, a flying club, two sets of private "T" hangars, and two sets of County-Owned "T" hangars.  An Air Traffic Control Tower (ATCT) is also located at the airport.

Airside facilities include a 6601' by 150' paved runway together with associated taxiways; a precision approach (ILS) landing system and associated approach lighting; a non-precision approach; and two VASI-4 landing aids.  Airport Rescue & Fire Fighting is Index B. 


III. TERMS OF AGREEMENT

The terms of the agreement to be entered into between the successful proposer and the County shall be for period of up to five (5) years.


IV. AVAILABLE FACILITIES
There will be up to four rental car concessions available. Business  accommodation for each concession is twelve feet wide and sixteen feet deep, equally divided between counter area and rear office   space  (see Exhibit "C").                                 

The terminal design provides for a "ready" car lot outside the terminal baggage delivery area, within a few steps of the rental car counters.  There are a total of forty (40) spaces available   to be divided equally between all rental car agencies (If all four positions are occupied, ten spaces would be available for each agency).


To the southeast of the ticket lobby, within 150 feet of the terminal entrance, there is a rental car return lot which will accommodate forty-two (42) vehicles, again, to be equally divided among rental car agencies.  Overflow lots for long-term parking area are also available.

There is also a car wash facility and the ability to refuel vehicles at the airport.

VI. RENTAL CAR CONCESSION AGREEMENT

The successful proposers who are awarded the rental car concession rights at ITHACA TOMPKINS REGIONAL AIRPORT shall be required to execute and enter into a formal written agreement with Tompkins County.


VII. CONCESSION RIGHTS

The County shall grant to the successful proposers the right to conduct and operate a rental car concession at the ITHACA TOMPKINS REGIONAL AIRPORT.


VIII. OTHER CONSIDERATIONS
Preference will be given to proposers having an affiliation to a nationally operated rental car agency.

Agencies must meet all federal, state, and local requirements including licenses and permits, as appropriate.

Agencies shall staff the counter for all scheduled airline operations, including delayed arrivals and departures.

The County shall be responsible for snow removal related to the terminal.

The successful proposer shall provide, along with monthly payments to the County, a certification of gross revenue.  All monthly reports must be certified by an officer or duly authorized official of the company.  Further, the County reserves the right to make financial audits of the operation.
