· A 1 page description of an out of class activity that is important to you (community service, sports, school club involvement, hobby, job) and what you gain from your participation, or a description of a significant learning experience (new);
· A 1 page critique of a favorite novel read this year (from reading list, class assignment, or on your own) (new);
· One additional piece (your choice);

Humanities Class Portfolio Guidelines
Use the rubric on the back of this paper to compile your fall semester portfolio.  For each piece of already completed work that you chose to include in your portfolio, include wither a brief introduction (1-2 paragraphs) that explains the context of the assignment and why you decided to include it in your portfolio, or a title/label for the entry (note which pieces need introductions and which only need to be titled/labeled.  Introductions should be labeled and double-space typed.
For some of the portfolio requirements, you will need to complete a new piece of writing.  Those selections should be double-space typed.

Overall organization of your portfolio is important!  Use a good sized 3-ring binder (2 inch or larger).  Design a cover page and a title.  Label all assignment; include page numbers; and put a table of contents in the beginning, after your title page. 
If you want to include photos of projects, presentations or other activities you write about in your portfolio, print them out, if possible, on a color printer.  We can shoot the photos here, but do not have a color printer.

The reflective essay is your chance to look back upon your studies, activities and accomplishments of this semester.  You should consider what you are doing well, what you are enjoying, and what you want to do differently in the spring semester.  Reflective writing should be at least three pages double-space typed.

Each student will share a part of his/her portfolio orally in class.  In addition, we will have some hands-on time to look through one another's portfolios and give written comments to each other.

Each Seminar Program student will be required to keep an on-going portfolio through the end of the junior year.  By the time you work on your Senior Portfolio and Exhibition graduation requirement, you will be a portfolio pro!  More importantly, however, is that you will have an impressive collection of exemplary work, activities and accomplishments.
