Request for commercial proposal
for the Development of a methodology for the assessment of
Media and Information literacy of Youth in Fergana Valley

1. Background and Justification: 

The project aims to support communities to better adapt to the rapid reform process in Uzbekistan, while enabling local service providers to deliver the reform agenda in an inclusive manner. This project focuses on young people as a fast growing demographic and the future of the country, and aims to ensure that they are not left behind in the context of the rapid changes linked to the reform process. In practical terms, the project aims to ensure that young women and young men continue to have equitable access to socio-economic opportunities and benefit from its positive outcomes, while enabling them to have a stronger say about their future.

2. Outputs: 

Young people are empowered to act as actors of positive change and have the mechanisms to participate equally in political, economic and social life, and duty bearers have the necessary approaches and skills to ensure inclusive service delivery and to engage with youth as change makers, thereby strengthening vertical and horizontal trust and building community resilience in a period of political and economic transformation.

3. Term of Reference: 

Develop an overall methodology for the Media and Information (MIL) assessment to be conducted among Youth in Fergana Valley. In particular the methodology should include the following:

a. Description and requirements of the MIL assessment including background information, global MIL strategy and UNESCO MIL approach, explanation of the issue related to the current MIL situation in Uzbekistan and past MIL activities/experiences. 

b. Goals and objectives of the MIL assessment - reflect those goals and objectives/expected results of the assessment that must be achieved to meet the Global MIL strategy expectations. 

c. MIL assessment methodology - this section describes in detail the methods by which the research company is going to obtain the information necessary for this assessment, and also justifies their choice.

d. Timeframe of the MIL assessment-develop a preliminary timeframe to conduct the MIL assessment.

e. Description of the assessment results - a list and description of the data that is expected to be obtained as a result of the study. Based on this section, it can be immediately determined whether such assessment results are satisfactory or whether further elaboration of the technical task is required.

f. The table of action stages - a description of the sequence of actions. It reflects what, how and when will be done, what results will be obtained at each stage.

g. Deliverables. This section indicates in what form the results of the assessment will be submitted to UNESCO.

4. Deliverables:

Developed methodology for the MIL assessment in two formats: 

a. For media to announce a call for application and 

b. Full complete methodology in details.

a. short background of the company, showing the previous experience in the similar type of works;
