
INDIA STRATEGY SUPPORT FUND
CALL FOR PROPOSALS

Introduction
In March 2010 the DCU India Strategy was adopted by DCU Executive – a direct implementation of the University’s internationalisation objectives as articulated in the 2010-2012 DCU Strategic Plan, “Making a Difference”. The DCU India Strategy establishes India as the priority country for DCU’s international engagement through collaborative research, educational programmes, staff and student exchanges and industry engagement. Since then, the university has developed significant relationships with Indian collaborators at Institutional, Faculty, Research Centre and individual researcher level. 
DCU has entered into formal agreements with the following institutions:
· Indian Institute of Technology Madras  (IITM)
· Jawaharlal Nehru University (JNU)
· Indian Institute of Technology Delhi (IITD)
· Indian Institute of Science, Bangalore 
· National Physical Laboratory 
· National Institute of Technology Karnataka 
· VIT University 
Call objectives

In order to support DCU strategic alliance with Indian academic institutions, the India Strategy Support Call is now open. We are calling for proposals under the following headings:
1- Research Exchange Visits (incoming)
2- Research Exchange Visits (outgoing)

3- Development of Joint Proposals for Research Funding
4-
Other initiatives 
· Research Exchange Visits (incoming)

The aim of this call is to fund short term exchange visits of PhD students and research or academic staff from Indian institutions to DCU. This fund will contribute to a stay of up to two months and will cover the accommodation and subsistence costs for the visitor. The sending institution will required to cover the travel costs associated with the visit. Visitors must have travel and health insurance. 
· Research Exchange Visits (outgoing)

The aim of this call is to fund short term exchange visits of PhD students, research or academic staff from DCU to Indian institutions. This fund will contribute to the travel costs (flights and visa costs) and health vaccination costs of the person travelling. Visitors must have travel and health insurance. 

· Development of Joint Proposals for Research Funding

The aim of this call is to provide seed funding to develop joint proposals for funding (Irish, Indian, European or International). 
· Other initiatives
The aim of this call is to fund other proposals that do not fit under the above headings. All proposals will be considered including support for development of joint teaching programmes or online courses, internships, joint workshops, organising lecture series, etc.  
Evaluation Criteria

The Evaluation Criteria is as follows:
- All applications for collaboration with Indian Institutions will be considered. However, priority will be given to collaborations with the institutions with which we have formal institutional agreement as specified above, and collaborations with IIT Madras will be given overall priority.
- Proposals must represent value for money in terms of the budgetary requests. 
- The proposal end result must have added value to DCU.
- The proposal must have the potential to strengthen or to generate further interactions and long term engagement with key partners. 

Submission

Applications must be submitted in the appropriate application form (Appendix 1) by e-mail to Ana Terres (ana.terres@dcu.ie) no later than 5:00 pm on Monday 14th May, 2012. Each application must be completed by a DCU member of staff and endorsed by the head of school/ centre. 

Deliverables
DCU staff in receipt of funding under this call will be expected to submit a succinct written report one year after the receipt of the award. The report must include a description of activities undertaken, the outcome of the interaction and a financial statement. 
Budget Preparation notes:
The award will contribute with a maximum of:

A) Research Exchange visits (Incoming)

· Maximum stay of student/ research staff supported by award is 2 months

· €25 per day for subsistence cost of Indian student/research staff during their stay.
· €125 per week for accommodation costs of Indian student/researcher to DCU. (As a suggestion, you can check for availability and prices at DCU Campus Residences or at Hazelwood apartments, http://www.hazelwood.ie/budget-accommodation-dublin.html)
· €2500 in total towards subsistence and accommodation for academic visitors. 

B) Research Exchange visits (Outgoing)

· Maximum allowance for flight cost to India is €800

· Maximum allowance for visa cost for India is €100

· Maximum allowance for vaccination cost is €100
