STEP 2 - SELF-ASSESSMENT 

Self-Assessment is the first and most important step in career planning and is used to identify occupations and major 

study areas compatible with your personal attributes. You should be involved in examining your interests, values, 

personality, and skills. It is important that you stay actively involved in self-assessment because finding a satisfying career 

path begins with knowing yourself. 

Assessment 1 - Work Interest Assessment 

The Work Interest Assessment will identify occupations that provide the kinds of work related activities and tasks you 

most enjoy doing. Your top three work interests can be matched to occupations and majors that will typically appeal to 

you. The combination of the first letters of your top three work interests is called your Holland Code.
