Following receipt of your Confirma certificate(s) and properly completed Letter of 
Transmittal, the exchange agent will mail your Merge Healthcare stock certificate and 
cash payment, if any, for your shares to the address shown for you in the “Account 
Registration” section unless you provide a different address in accordance with the 
special delivery instructions in the Letter of Transmittal.
